HUNGARIAN VIRTUOSI ORCHESTRA - STRINGS

Direct from Budapest, the orchestra is making its North
American debut tour. These 23 outstanding string players are
under the direction of Miklos (accent) Szenthelyi who was
awarded the coveted Liszt Prize in 1986. The group is highly
polished and has a warm, thrilling orchestral sound.

ROBERT BONFIGLIO - HARMONICA
